RABINDRA NATH TAGORE’S POETRY

Rabindranath Tagore, Asia’s first Nobel Laureate was a poet, song writer.
Fiction writer dramatist, painter, educationist political, thinker, philosopher of
science, not surprisingly, he advocated the universal man.

In appearance with his long. flowing white beard he was like a figure out of
a mystical vision, For Over six decades Tagore gave the world some 2,500 songs,
more that 2,000 paintings and drawings, 28 volumes of poetry. Dramas, opera,
short stories, novels essays diaries and a vast number of letters. The enormity and
sheer emotional power of his out put have made Tagore the Asian writer whose
work is widely known outside the region, and whose reputation has endured for
most of the century.

Tagore’s most sustained endeavour was “Shantiniketan” the school and
university which he founded in rural Bengal. It would combine the best of Indian
and western learning, with a strong emphasis on the arts. After his death it slid
rapidly downhill, but before it failed, it educated among others the most famous
Indira Gandhi, Amartya sen and Satya Jit Ray. Tagore’s ideal was universal man
“Patriotism can not find spiritual shelter, my refuges is humanity” he wrote.

Tagore himself played a somewhat amused part in this “boom and bust”
accepting the massive praise with much surprise as well as pleasure and then
receiving the denunciations with even greater surprise and barely concealed pain.
He had a deep respect for western intellectual circles but he did think that in the
Indian cultural traditions, there was wisdom of real importance, including
universalism, toleration and the need for directness in seeking God. Rabindranath
saw him self primarily as a poet. To a great extent that is also, how others saw him,
the citation for his Nobel prize focussed on his poetry the most astonishing aspect of
the standard image of Tagore.

Tagore’s illustration of the role of adults in child life, in his poetry is unique
Elders have inevitable place in a childs life; similarly a child’s presence is of
paramount importance in the life of adults Children are so influenced and
impressed by their adults that they try to identify with them and according to that
thev set role models, ideals and goals before them. The conduct of elders, cultivates
moral values and pr1nc1ples in children A Child’s personality nurtures and grooms
up under the proper guidance of adults.

The element of child psychology in the poetry of Tagore has been handled in
a very brilliant and mature manner he has dealt with the different aspects of child
psyche with great ability, profound finesse and intense perception.

The ‘powerhouse’ of India : Rashtrapati Bhavan

The present day Rashtrapati Bhavan was the erst while residence of the
British viceroy. Its architect was Edwin Landseer Lutyens. The decision to build a
residence in New Delhi for the British viceroy was taken after it was decided in the
Delhi Durbar of 1911 that the capital of India would be shifted from Calcutta to
Delhi in the same year. This building gave the impression, in the words of a critic,
the setting of a perpetual Durbar. On 26th January 1950 when Dr. Rajendra Prasad
became the first president of India and occupied this building to preserve, pro-tect
and defend the constitution of India. It was from that day that this building was
renamed as Rashtrapati Bhavan the President’s House.

Construction of the building - Apart from Edwin Lutyens, the chief
architect and Chief Engineer Hugh keeling there were many Indian contractors
who were involved in the construction of this building. The sanctioned amount for
the building was earmarked at Rs. 400,00. However the long span of seventeen
years required for the construction of the building raised its cost to Rs. 12.8 million.

About the building - This vast mansion has got four floors and 340 rooms
with a floor area of 200,000 square feet it is built by using 700 million bricks and
three million cubic feet of stone. It is visible from a distance and the most
eye-catching round roof with a circular base in the heart of Delhi. While Lutyens
ostensibly acknowledged the design of the dome to the pantheon of the Rome, it is
very strongly believed by informed analysts that the dome was structured in the
pattern of the great stupa at Sanchi. In fact the whole of Rashtrapati Bhavan
embodies in it Indian architectural patterns such as Buddhist railings, Chhajjas,
Chatris and jaalis.

Chhajjas are stone slabs which are fixed below the roof of a building and are
designed for the purpose of preventing the sun’s rays from falling on the windows
and protecting the walls from the rains in the monsoon.

The might and authority of the people of India, which pervades this Republic
is represented by the president of the country, whose official residence is the
Rashtrapati Bhavan and the architecture of which fascinates as much the ardent
architects as the common people across the globe.

Are you too stupid to do anything right ? These words are said by a woman to a little

boy who was evidently her son, were spoken because he had walked out from her. And they

were said at a volume high enough that all the strangers in the vicinity could hear.
Punished, the boy returned quietly to the woman’s side, his eyes down cast.

Not a big moment, perhaps. Yet small moments sometimes last a very long time.

Dalk off wrote his chapter and turned it in. Today he cannot recall anything about
the chapter he wrote or what grade Mrs. Brausch gave him. What he does remember - What
he will never forget are the four words Mrs. Brausch wrote in the margin of the paper. “This
is good writing.” Four words. They changed his life. Until he read those words, he had no
;dea of who he was or what he was going to be. After reading her note he went home and
wrote a short story. Something he had always dreamed of doing but never believed he could
do. :

over the rest of that year in school, he wrote many stories and always brought them
to school for Mrs. Brausch to evaluate. She was tough, encouraging and honest. “She was
just what he needed”. He was named co-editor of high school newspaper. His confidence
grew, his horizons broadened, he started off on a successful, fulfilling life. Dalk off was
convinced that none of them would have happened had that teacher not written those four
words in the margin of his paper.

After a long time Dalk off visited Mrs. Brausch, who had retired. He told her what
her four words had done for him. Because of giving him the confidence he had been abie to
pass that confidence on to the woman who became a writer herself. He told that a young
woman in his office who was working in the evenings towards a high school equivalency
diploma, had come to him for advice and assistance. She respected him because he wasa
writer- that is why she turned to him.

The very thought that one day I will be able to visit my ancestral
place in Lahore and Peshawar fills me with great ecstasy. Post independance
era has been marked by the growing hatred between the two countries that
were once one. The partition was the result of the tricky and dirty politics to
which our so-called great and far-sighted leaders fell an easy prey. The British
were successful in finalling dividing us on the basis of religion. The partition left
our ancient traditions of tolerance and peaceful Co-existance shattered and our
mother India has not yet recovered from the wounds resulting from this brutal
laceration.

The people who were rendered homeless in Punjab, Sindh and
Baluchistan did not even have an inkling as to what lay in store for them. I have
grown up hearing the blood-curdling descriptions of the scenes of hatred and
violence that swept the beautiful areas of undivided India.

My grandparents lost several of their relatives in the riots. They have
been full of fond memories of their youthful days in Bhaun, Rawalpindi and

Lahore. They often recalled the lush green fields, the lassi, the Makkhan with
Makki di Roti and Sarson Ka Sag and the simple folk that inhabited our
ancestral places. Hindus and Muslims, lived together in hormony and helped
the other community in festivals. During weddings the muslims got special food
prepared for the Hindu, brethren. The food was cooked by Brahmans. The
Hindus were deeply revered. But after 1930 communal hatred began to sweep,
across the villages. There were incidents of violence and riots but good sense
prevailed.

Even in 1947, several muslims forewarned the Hindus and helped their
safe departure to Hindu majorty lands. But there is a dismal side to the picture
as well. In some villages the communal violence forced the young maidens to
end their lives by jumping into the wells. One of my grand aunts was burnt alive
with hundreds of other women in a Gurudwara in a bid to protect her honour.
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However, no one could gauge the evil plans of partition and its after math
people were so innocent that they looked upon the partition as a foolish game
and thought that after a few moths mormalcy would return and they would
come back to their homes. Many left their valuables in the custody of their
friends or neighbour never to return.

Post-independance generations have been suffering the pain that they
inherited from their ancestors. But we look forward to the day when the two
nations shall unite. It is strategically a necessity in the Indian Sub-continent.
India and Pakistan camplement each other in many ways. The wall created by
hatred will definately be destroyed by people who want to unite. The matches
that were played between Pakistan and India in Pakistan, resulted in hundreds
of Indians flocking to Pakistan. The warm welcome accorded to us there speaks
volumes about the deep anguish in the hearts of the people on the other side to
unite. The recent series played in India presented similar scenes of the people
of Pak flocking to India to visit their ancestral places. There were scenes
marked by intense emotional outbursts Lakhs of people on both the sides of the
border have spent decades of their lives nursing the dream of unification of
India and Pakistan. The future generations of the victims of partition have a
great desire to visit their ancestral places. If East and West Germany could
unite after years of hatred and Violence, why can’t History repeat itself in
India? The “Akhand Bharat” is not a myth. It lives in our hearts and I am sure
that in my life time I shall see my nation once again united. Perhaps, then the
souls of our ancestors and those of the martyrs who gave their lives for the
freedom of undivided India, shall rest in peace. We must never forget that our
freedom fighters sacrifised their lives for the freedom of “Akhand-Bharat” and
not for the freedom of a country that was brutally divided into three parts - East
Pakistan (now Bangladesh) : West Pakistan (Now Pakistan) and India.
